7. ENTRY PROCESS & REGISTRATION:
1. All entries should first register or renew themselves on www.mstta.org.

- If already registered, send Rs. 400 screenshot to fees.mstta@gmail.com for renewal.

- If new player, fill the form on https://www.mstta.org/StateRegistration.php, pay Rs. 400,
and send payment screenshot to fees.mstta@gmail.com.

2. After registration/renewal, players need to select their category, submit the entry, pay Rs.
700, and send the payment screenshot again to fees.mstta@gmail.com.

3. All players who have been classified must submit a xerox of their classification card.
4. Last date of entry: 25th November 2025 till 11:59 PM.

8. SYSTEM OF PLAY:

Singles Events: The first stage will be played on a round-robin basis in groups of even-
numbered players, with not less than 3 and not more than 5 players per group (priority
given to groups of 4). If there are 5 or fewer players, the event will be played as a round-
robin without knockout. Two players advance from each group to the knockout stage. The
above format may be adjusted by MSTTA as necessary.
